Littlefield, Texas, was left with
millions of dollars of debt after the private prison
there closed. In Hobarf, Indiang, the GEQ's
Group's purchase of local property caused panic
selling among many nearby residents concerned
about declining property values that a for-profit
immigration prison would cause. Private prisons
alse generally do not hire locally and do not pay
well, and prison employees might very well live
and spend their money elsewhere.

This type of facility has already been
rejected throughout northern Illinois and
Indiana, from Crete, Joliet, and Hopkins Park
in lllinois to Hobart, Gary, Roselawn, and
Elkhart County in Indiana. Several of these
communities could use an economic boost.
Yet the people and elected leaders in these
communities recognized that these prisons
are wrong on so many levels, including -
economically and morally. "
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A prison is a prison:

[CA can say whatever it wants regarding its
proposed facility, but one thing should be
plain: If you cannot leave the facility of your.
own free will, you are being imprisoned, and
the facility is a prison. It doesn’t matter why
you are kept there, or for how long, or -
under what conditions. If you can’t leave,

it's a prison. '

If someone is locked behind a fence without
the ability to leave, that is not freedom

During World War Il, 120,000 Americans of
Japanese descent were removed from their homes
and sent to infernment camps. While some made
the best of their situations, they were not free to
leav: - The conditions under which they lived did
not maoke them any less imprisoned.

Turning attention away from conventional notions of *crime”
as iﬁl:ted, individoal instances of misbehavior necessitated a basic questioning
of the conditions that cast “criminality” as a conveniant political rationale for the
warehousing of large numbers of poor, disenfranchised, and displaced black
people and other people of color. Many activists are now referring to imprison-
ment as a new form of slavery, refocusing artention on the historical function of

- the 13th Amendment in reconstructing enslavement as a punishment reserved for
those “duly convicted.” Yet, wher we look more olosely at the emergence of the
prison-indnstrial complex, the language of enslaverment fails to the extent that it
relies on the category of forced labor as its basic premise. People frequently forget
that the majority of imprisoned people are not workers, and that work is itselfmade
available only as a “privilege” for the most favored prisoners, The logic of the

 prison-industrial complex is closer to what you, George Jackson, and others were
forecasting back then as mass containment, the effective elimination of large
numbers of (poor, black) people from the realm of civil society, Yet, the current
social impact of the prison-industrial complex musthave been virtually unfathom-
able 30 years ago. One could make the argument that the growth of this massive
structure has met or exceeded the most ominous forecasts of people who, at that
time, could barely have imagined that at the turn of the century two million people
would be encased in a prison regime that is far more sophisticated and repressive
than it was at the onset of Nixon's presidency, when about 150,000 people were
imprisoned nationally in decrepit, overcrowded buildings. So in a sense; your
response to the first question echoss the essential truth of what was being
dismissed, in your words, as the paranoid “political naivetd” of young radical
activistsin the early 1970s. I think we might even consider the formation of prison
abolitionism as a logical response to this new human warehousing strategy.
